       P.O.I. = St. Francis Cathedral on the left. 
  2. Turn Right on Cathedral Place and proceed to E. Water St.    
  3. Turn Right on E. Water St. and proceed to Old Santa Fe Trail.  
            P.O.I. = Looking to the right you will see the Loretto Chapel at the corner of Old Santa Fe Trail 
  4. Turn Left on Old Santa Fe Trail and proceed to E. Alameda St. 
  5. Turn Left on E. Alameda St. and proceed to the fork of E. Alameda St. and Camino Pequeno. 
  6. Bear Right and continue to follow E. Alameda St. to its end. 
  7. Turn Right onto Canyon Rd. heading back toward downtown. 
       P.O.I. = You are in the Canyon Road Art District. 
  8. Follow Canyon Road to Garcia St.  
      P.O.I. = Patrick Smith Park on Right. 
  9. Turn Left on Garcia St and proceed to Acequia Madre. **1 
10. Turn Right on Acequia Madre and proceed to Paseo de Peralta. 
11. Turn Left (west) on Paseo de Peralta and proceed to W. Manhattan Ave. 
      P.O.I. = New Mexico State Capitol Building (the Roundhouse) on the right between Old Santa Fe 
            Trail and Don Gaspar Ave. 
12. Bear Right on W. Manhattan Ave. and proceed to Galisteo St. 
13. Turn Right on Galisteo St. proceed to W. Alameda St. 
14. Turn Left on W. Alameda St. and proceed to Sandoval St. 
15. Turn Right on Sandoval St. and proceed to Grant Ave. where Sandoval St. becomes W. Palace Ave. 
16. Turn Left on Grant Ave. and proceed to Paseo de Peralta. 
         P.O.I. = Georgia O’Keefe Museum on Left at Grant Ave. and Johnson St. 
17. Turn Right on Paseo de Peralta and proceed to Washington Ave. 
      P.O.I. = Scottish Rite Temple on left between Old Taos Highway and Washington Ave. 
18. Turn Left on Washington Ave. and proceed to Kearney Ave. 
19. Turn Right on Kearney Ave. and proceed to Otero St. 
20. Turn Right on Otero St. and proceed to E. Palace Ave. 
21. Turn Right on E. Palace Ave. and proceed to Lincoln Ave. 
      P.O.I = Museum of New Mexico grounds on Right. 
        P.O.I = Palace of the Governors on Right between Washington Ave. and Lincoln Ave. 
22. Turn Left on Lincoln Ave. and proceed to E. San Francisco St. 
      P.O.I. = Museum of Fine Art on the NW corner of Lincoln Ave. and W. Palace Ave. 
      P.O.I. =  Santa Fe Plaza is on the Right. 
23. Turn Left on E. San Francisco St. and proceed to the La Fonda Hotel and the meeting room. 
 
     
**1  For those who can only commit to a couple of miles – continue on Canyon and turn Right on  
    Paseo de Peralta. Turn Left on E. Alameda. Turn Right on Cathedral Place and proceed back to the   
    La Fonda Hotel on E. San Francisco St. (about 3 miles).
